How to write web page content so you are found by the search engines
S.E.O. = Search Engine Optimization  (Writing your web page content so it can be easliy found by the search engines; Google, Yahoo, etc.)
Keyword = word, words, or phrases people type into Google to find your website

The keywords or keyword phrase that is used in your web page is very important. When writing a web page it’s important to have the keywords in your title, your tagline, and you also need to have the same keyword or phrase in the content of your page. 
Many websites don’t have keywords in their content, and this is where Google, Yahoo and the others look. For example many people start their home page with “Welcome to my Website”.  Let me ask you… have you ever searched for “welcome”?  Of course not, so use keywords in your title and be found. You don’t want to write your content solely based on the keywords but fit in your keywords in the first paragraph, and as close to the front of the paragraph as possible.

In an ideal situation, before the web page copy is written, the keyword or keyword phrase is known. The copywriter uses that keyword or keyword phrase several times on the page. Let’s take a look at an example.

On the massage web page below, we want to get people searching for “massage” to find the website.  We are optimizing this page for the keyword “massage”.  In the screen capture below, you will see that the keyword is used in the title, and twice in the first paragraph.
